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The Strong Supporting The Weak

If there is any one thing, among the
hundreds of factors, that makes le-
galism and self-righteousness an
exceedingly sinful and nearly dia-
bolical error, it is the false notion
that we have the power to remedy
our sinful state by anything we can
do, any effort or achievement, or
work that we are able to do for our-
selves. If we could make ourselves
righteous, then why did our Lord
Jesus have to suffer so brutal and
violent a beating, crucifixion, and
death? If we could save ourselves,
then He wouldn’t have had to suffer
like that. If He suffered as He did,
and it was for something that we
could have done on our own, then it
was needless suffering on His part!
Clearly, the TRUTH is that the
Strong and Mighty One, the El GIB-
BOR, the MIGHTY GOD, the
Anointed One, the Breaker, the All-
Powerful Lord of Glory, the Ever-
lasting Messiah, the Strong and
Mighty King of Glory did for us
(who were weak) what we could not
ever do for ourselves. Thus says the
Scripture: “For when we were still
WITHOUT STRENGTH, in due
time, Christ died for the ungodly!”
(Romans 5:6). So it is evident that
our Strong and Mighty CHAM-
PION, the Lord Jesus Christ, did
for us what we could never, never,
never be able to do for ourselves.

Well, one might ask, couldn’t the
Law help us out? It appears not, for
Paul said that what the Law could-
n't do, because it was WEAK
through the flesh, God sending His
son in the flesh was able to do.
(Curiously, the Law is not all weak;
it actually has a certain strength in
it. . .but it is that which strengthens
SIN, as it is written: “the strength
of sin is the Law.”) Well then, can’t
we as individuals simply apply our-
selves to doing right and climb the

mountain in our own steam? No, it
appears not. Reason will tell you
that if no one in 6,000 years has
successfully perfected himself or
herself, though billions have tried
and are trying, that

you and I will not be

the first to break

that barrier! Alright

then. . .can we not

surmise that if we

simply confess that

we are STRONG,

and not acknowl-

edge that we are

weak, that all will

align with our decla-

ration? Well, not to

puncture any bub-

ble, but the only

scriptural and true

way to be strong is to be STRONG
in the Lord and in the power of
His might. Which, once again, in-
volves the Strong One (Our Jesus)
supporting the weak (that's us!).
So we see that the children had it
right all along, when they sang the
song, “Jesus Loves Me, This I
Know. Little ones to Him belong,
they are weak, but He is strong!”

OK, who is it that can really help
us? First and foremost it is our
Messiah, our Lord Jesus, the Great
and Merciful High Priest, whom
we profess. And also it is our be-
loved Holy Spirit of God, for the
Word declares, "The Holy Spirit
HELPS our infirmities". Oh how
precious this verse is! There was
never a doctor or a nursemaid,
never a paramedic or a caregiver,
who showed more tender care to
the weak, injured, helpless, dis-
abled, impotent, discouraged,
crippled, and feeble, than the Holy
Spirit of Grace. He is as much
ALL-POWERFUL as He is TEN-
DER. Don't you want to honor
Him more and more and more? So

we conclude that both the Son

and the Holy Spirit help us. And

the Father helps us with His

mighty empowerings, His surge of

heavenly energy, which works in
us mightily. That's
why those who know
their GOD shall be
strong and shall do
great exploits

But wait! It doesn't
end there. . .for the
scripture shows that
when we become
strong in the Lord,
we are to support
and bear up those
who are weak. You

Strong Supporting The Weak. . .cont. . .

The curious end of this little topic is
as follows: Strength can be tempo-
rary; and so can weakness. Those
who have boasted of their strength
throughout history have often
wound up mocked for their incredi-
ble weakness. Even Samson, a great
man of God, who was utterly strong
for years, went into a period of ab-
ject weakness, and the Philistines
mocked him relentlessly. At least
they mocked him until he again be-
came strong in the Lord and in the

power of His might, and wiped
them all out!! Conversely, those
who are weak, or were weak, can
become the strongest of all. The
heroes of faith “out of weakness
were MADE strong.” So when you
look around to size up who is
strong and who is weak, be careful.
Both conditions can be transitory.
Don’t despise someone who looks
weak. If God wills, they can be-
come stronger than you ever were
or ever will be. Let’s not judge one

another on these criteria. Let’s just
find someone who is experiencing
weakness, and offer to help them,
and bear their infirmity, and make
them strong, as the Lord did for
us. Isn’t that what
our morality, our
faith, our doctrine,
our belief system
tells us to do? How
about actually DO-
ING it? Amen,
somebody?
