
There are two words in 
the Greek New Testa-
ment referring to time. 
O n e  w o r d  i s 
“CHRONOS.” It de-
scribes time as recorded 
in years, seasons, 
months, weeks, days, 
minutes and seconds. 
It’s time that is defined 
by the clock. The other 
word for time is 
“KAIROS.” It has to do 
with opportunities and 
seasons. One familiar 
reference for opportune 
time is found in Eph. 
5:16, “redeeming the 
time because the days 
are evil.” One transla-
tion reads, “Buying up 
your opportunities.” 

My desire as I follow the 
Lord is to do both. I 
want to follow the Lord 

day in and day out, 
consistently and faith-
fully, that would be 
CHRONOS time. I 
also want to follow the 
Lord using KAIROS 
time that enable us to 
utilize opportunities 
and get maximum 
benefit from oppor-
tune time. Life is full 
of surprises and unex-
pected happenings. 
We can live with an 
expectancy and a 
readiness to take ad-
vantage of any oppor-
tunities that come our 
way. We don’t need to 
fear being caught off 
guard or being sur-
prised by the unex-
pected. We can live on 
a daily basis of being 
ready to respond to 

times and seasons. 

We can be ready by daily 
communicating with the 
Lord. You don’t need to 
worry about an uncer-
tain future but you can 
be sensitive to times of 
constant changes. After 
Smith Wigglesworth 
prayed the first two 
hours of every day, he 
was heard to say, “I’m 
now ready for man, 
beast, or the devil.” That 
kind of confidence only 
comes from time spent 
with our Father in inti-
mate intercession. It’s a 
great way 
to get 
spiritually 
fit, and 
grow your 
faith mus-
cles!

Attention: 
Happy Birthday Dick!! 

(Dick’s birthday is February 5.) 
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“Now unto Him that is able to keep 
you from falling, and to present you 
faultless before the presence of His 
glory with exceeding joy, to God 
our Savior who alone is wise, be 
glory and majesty, dominion and 
power both now and forever, 
Amen.” (Jude: 24). What a treas-
ured verse this is! It expresses bet-
ter than any other, no doubt, the 
beautiful ability of our Lord and 
Savior to keep us from falling. You 
know, the fear of falling is the first 
fear that a baby experiences. It 
stays with people throughout life. I 
think that the fear of heights and 
the fear of flying which some peo-
ple have, must be rooted in a primi-
tive sense in the very simple fear of 
falling.. This fear of heights or of 
flying may not seem sensible to 
those who do not experience it, but 
to those who are stymied by such a 
fear, it seems quite reasonable, ex-
cept when it comes to SPIRITUAL 
matters. We know that some people 
“fall from the faith.” Then there is 
the scripture which speaks of 
“falling from grace.” Some people 
have “fallen away from the Lord.” 
Others have fallen from their first 
love, their joy, their passion, etc. . 
.Jesus said to one of the churches in 
the Book of Revelation: “Remember 
from where you have fallen. . .and 
repent!” Next we think about peo-
ple who have “fallen” into sin, into 
disgrace, into scandal, and into 
various temptations, dangers,  evils 
- the list goes on and on. Why, it’s 
enough to give anyone apprehen-
sion about the potential to fall! 

Lately, I’ve been thinking about 
this: apparently at the exact time 
that a believer is tottering or unsta-
ble or in danger of losing his or her 
footing, or feels vulnerable, or is at 
risk of “falling” into temptation, 
discouragement, or depression, the 
most natural response seems to be 

to pull back and get kind of quiet 
or silent when it comes to articu-
lating to the Lord how one feels at 
risk. It may be a sense of shame, or 
it may be a kind of feeling that one 
can pull himself out of it without 
calling too much at-
tention to the insta-
bility. Or it may be 
the very thing that 
made Adam and Eve 
hide under the foli-
age when they first 
realized that they 
had made an enor-
mous mistake. (We 
also refer to that 
event as “THE 
FALL,” you know: 
“The fall of the hu-
man race.”) What we  
MUST learn to do, is 
to FALL TOWARDS THE LORD, 
or in other words, fall directly into 
His loving, caring arms. He is the 
one who will not allow us to fall, 
when we trust Him totally. 

I think often of David’s decision 
which was made when he was, by 
his own acknowledgment, in a very 
tight spot, and highly distressed. 
He was offered three options, and 
he had to choose one of them. . . 
and whichever one he selected, it 
would be the punishment for hav-
ing numbered the people. He took 
the briefest and most intense of 
punishments. . .but NOT because 
it was brief, nor even because it 
was intense. He selected it because 
it was the ONLY one of the three 
choices which CLEARLY did not 
place him or his nation of Israel at 
the so-called “mercy” of man, 
which is spotty at best! He chose 
to be disciplined by means of 
something which God alone could 
begin, and which only God could 
(and did) abruptly stop in three 
days. Listen to David’s beautiful 
reasoning, expressed through a 

desperate cry of a desperate king: 
“I am in great distress. PLEASE 
let us fall into the hand of the 
LORD, for His mercies are great; 
but do not let me fall into the 
hand of man.” 2 Samuel 24:14. 

Oh! How I wish that 
this verse could be 
preached more of-
ten! David far pre-
ferred God’s direct 
chastisement, be-
cause he knew from 
experience that the 
Lord is characterized 
by extremely tender 
and compassionate 
loving mercies and 
kindness. It was 
David himself who 
wrote Psalm 103, 
and in verses 3 

through 14, he tells of the loving-
kindness of God. Let’s read it: 
“The Lord forgives all your iniqui-
ties, and heals all your diseases. 
He redeems your life from de-
struction, and crowns you with 
lovingkindness and tender mer-
cies. He makes your ornamenta-
tion full of good things, so that 
your youth is renewed like the ea-
gle’s. The Lord executes right-
eousness and justice for all who 
are oppressed. He made known 
His ways to Moses, His acts to the 
children of Israel. Yahweh is mer-
ciful and gracious, slow to anger, 
and abounding in mercy. He will 
not always strive with us, nor will 
He keep His anger forever. He has 
not dealt with us according to our 
sins, nor punished us according to 
our iniquities. For as the heavens 
are high above the earth, so great 
is His mercy toward them that 
fear Him. As far as the East is 
from the West, so far has He re-
moved our transgressions from 
us. AS A FATHER PITIES HIS 
CHILDREN, SO THE LORD PIT

IES THEM WHO FEAR HIM. For 
He knows our frame; He remem-
bers that we are dust.” 

I ask you: have nobler, lovelier 
words ever been spoken than the 
above Tribute to our Loving and 
Merciful God? Look at David’s de-
termined plea to fall into God’s 
hands, and not man’s. “Do not let 
me fall into the hand of man!” 
David was thinking that he pre-
ferred at all costs NOT to fall into 
human hands, because he knew 
from experience that God is so mer-
ciful, and he also knew from experi-
ence that man is so merciless! So he 
made his wise choice to fall into the 
hands of God. Today, in the choices 
we have to make, the fact remains 
that we must consider whose hands 
we want to fall into! For if we—
when we are in danger of falling—
do not fall INTO the Lord’s hands, 
we will fall into someone else’s, or—
equally objectionable—we will fall 
into our OWN hands, i.e. we will try 

to handle it ourselves. Well, if we 
fall into our own hands, we have 
still fallen into the hands of “man.” 
Bad choice! I vote with David: let 
us throw ourselves upon the Lord, 
and hope in His mercy, and be safe 
in His arms. Isn’t that what Peter 
did when he was walking on the 
water, and then got momentarily 
distracted by the fury of the waves, 
and “began to sink?” Notice that 
Peter did NOT fully sink. . .but he 
started to sink, and the fear of fal-
ling into the great deep and 
drowning threw him into a panic, 
as it would anyone.  So he cried 
out, “Lord save me!”and “Jesus 
immediately stretched out His 
hand and caught him,” Mark’s gos-
pel says. Thus Jesus stabilized 
him, and escorted him back into 
the safety of the boat. You see? Pe-
ter fell into the arms of the Lord! 
That’s the only safe, the only sane, 
reasonable, and acceptable choice. 
“You were like sheep going astray, 

but now have returned to the 
Shepherd and Bishop of your 
souls,” this same Peter would later 
write. We will close with an old 
song of a lost sheep’s harrowing 
near-death experience, and its res-
cue by the arms of a very deter-
mined Shepherd: 

“Safe were the 99 sheep in the 
fold; safe though the night was 
stormy and cold. “But,” said the 
Shepherd, as counting them o’er, 
“one sheep is missing! There 
s h o u l d  b e  o n e  m o r e " . 
So the Shepherd went out to look 
for His sheep, and all the night 
long, on the rocky steep, 
He searched till He 
found him, with 
Love-bands He 
b o u n d  h i m — 
And I was that one 
lost sheep.”
