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JESUS: THE LORD OF THE SABBATH

“Many believers are aware that Je-
sus described Himself as the Lord
of the Sabbath. “The Son of Man is
Lord of the Sabbath,” He said. (See
Matt. 12:8, notice verses 9-12.) This
is the same linguistic structure in
both Hebrew and Greek as is used
for another of His descriptions:
“The Lord of the Harvest.” Let no
one deliberately misunderstand His
words—He is not using these terms
antagonistically, as though He is
the opponent of either Sabbath or
Harvest! No, this grammatical for-
mation is called the “construct”
case, with the accent on the first
syllable. Jesus is the Lord whose
grandeur, whose teaching, whose
heart, whose governance of the
world and of Eternity is made
known in a glorious manner by His
revealing Himself through both the
Sabbath and the Harvest.

Let us quickly then, note that Jesus
got in “trouble” with the religious
authorities MORE over the single
issue of the Sabbath than with all
other issues combined!! That would
be curious enough; but what is even
stranger is that they took such of-
fense with One who perfectly and
righteously kept the Sabbath, and
was a Torah-keeping, Scripture-
honoring, God-pleasing Jewish
male! In fact, He may have been the
only man in His whole nation who
fully kept the Sabbath according to
His Father’s design! In spite of this,
He was relentlessly, week in and
week out, accused of breaking the
Sabbath. You already know the bot-
tom line: He never broke the Word
of God, and in fact He completely
KEPT it; He DID break the reli-
gious tradition which man had
added, and so when He refused to
play the silly game of religious man,
it so infuriated the authorities that
they were absolutely CERTAIN that
He was a defiler of the Sabbath.
They went home each night com-

pletely satisfied that they had cor-
rectly resolved that Jesus was a
law-breaker, when in fact He was a
law-abiding righteous man who
scorned not the law of God but the
bondage-creating rules of man!
Notice how the reli-
gious debate intensi-
fies in John 9, where
Jesus had healed the
blind man on the
Sabbath. The ruling
authorities  said:
“This Man is NOT
from God, because
He does not keep the
Sabbath!” (verse 16).
They added in verse
24, “We KNOW that
this Man is a sin-
ner!” (All this be-
cause Jesus had
“made” clay out of dust and saliva,
and had used this clay—as His Fa-
ther had done to form Adam, to
form in the blind man some miss-
ing piece to restore his sight). No-
tice that the idea that a man who
was blind lifelong and who now
had received his sight was NOT as
important or significant to religion
as was the manner in which he
was healed! Put another way, the
rulers were saying that this is NOT
the way they would do it. . .that is
to say, if they had any power to
heal in the first place—which they
didn’t, but if they did, it wouldn’t
be done THAT way!

Now, I could apply all this to to-
day’s Christian world, though it
wouldn’t be relating to the Sab-
bath, but to a hundred other spiri-
tual and non-spiritual matters,
and I could do it in such a way that
would be entirely true, and yet it
would infuriate almost all readers
of this article. It would make beads
of sweat pour down faces even on
a cold winter day. Instead I want
to focus again on how Jesus delib-

erately infuriated people whose
mindless, unthinking, unfeeling,
undiscerning, improper handling
of the holy truths of God made
them so unreasonable, so irra-
tional, so completely DENSE, and
whose hearts had
waxed gross, as
Isaiah said (literally
“grown FAT AND
DULL.”) It is as if
Jesus, knowing that
the human tendency
to be unreasonable,
stiff-necked, proud,
argumentative, ugly,
and hostile when it
comes to religious
matters, makes it a
no-win case if one is
trying to “reason”
with the religious
mindset. Therefore, they were go-
ing to take offense no matter what.
Since they were, He was going to
give them something to rage
about! I have wondered if the
beautiful healing ministry of Jesus
when it comes to His Sabbath-Day
Healings alone, is showing us
something about His view of the
Sabbath: REST FROM SICKNESS,
BONDAGE, HEARTACHE,
HARDSHIP. Jesus went out of His
way to find sick people on the Sab-
bath, heal them publicly, and then
ask them to do some provocative
thing like drag their sick bed all
through town, just to trigger a
meltdown! I have often compared
this to what would happen if you,
never having tasted a drop of alco-
hol in your life, were to hold a
half-empty liquor bottle out your
car window, swerve all over the
road, and yell “Whoopie Do!” at
the top of your lungs. You already
know what would happen! Every
police officer, highway patrolman,
and sheriff deputy in the county
would swoop down on your vehi-
cle and pull you over! I think that

Jesus knew that these healed peo-
ple He sent forth also wouldn’t get
far; the red lights of the religious
patrol vehicles would be flashing,
the Pharisee’s sirens would be blar-
ing, and there would be an immedi-
ate arrest for DUI (Daring to be
Under the Influence of the Healing-
working Lord of the Sabbath).

What is our point in all this? It is to
unmistakably declare that Jesus
only did what PLEASED HIS FA-
THER, and He did these things
consistently, He did them well, He
did them ALWAYS. Yet, it is as He
said (paraphrased): How shall we
describe the men and women of
this generation? It is like children
calling to their playmates: We
wanted to play wedding, but you
didn’t want to be happy; so we
wanted to play funeral, and you
didn’t want to be sad. So, in other
words, What DO you want!? What
would make you all happy!? The
answer is, sadly, NOTHING! You
might as well not even try, and thus
Jesus got to the place where He
didn’t even TRY to accommodate
the game.
