14:1, says that we 
are to “Pursue love, and 
desire spiritual gifts. . .” 
Hebrews 5, clearly  
states that we are to  
grow in faith,  “. . .since 
you have become too 
lazy to pay attention, 
explaining it to you is 
hard. By now you 
should be a teacher. 
Instead, you still need 
someone to teach you 
the elementary truths 
of God‟s word. You 
need milk, not solid 
food. . .[you] are still 
babies.” Ouch! If that is 
not an indictment to 
check out your walk 
with the Lord and 
make sure you are on 
the “growth and multi-
plication” plan, I don‟t 
know what is.   

Many of you who read 
this newsletter have 
been Christians for 
years.  No matter how 
“old” you are in your 
Christian walk, make 
sure that you are also 
mature.  That means 
constantly seeking the 
Lord for greater under-
standing, greater gifting, 
greater knowledge, 
greater wisdom. God‟s 
“growth” plan never 
ends. You always have 
something that you can 
improve, grow, and 
overcome.  It‟s great to 
know that even at 88 
I‟m still learning, still 
growing, still maturing. 
I love having a dynamic

A Dynamic Walk With God

We trust each of you are 
leaning on the Lord and 
looking to Him more than 
ever. There is much to be 
praying about in these 
times we are living in. 
Debbie and I have been 
purposing to walk in peace 
and take one day at a time. 
Let me encourage you to 
have that regular time 
with the Lord each day 
even if you have to carve it 
out of time you do not 

think you have. Some-
times what we need is a 
change, in the way we 
approach something or 
the way we look at it. 
That is well within our 
control. While things 
around me may not 
change my approach to 
them can change. Prov-
erbs 3:5-6, “In all your 
ways  acknowledge 
Him.” We need to keep 
Him on our mind all 

thru the day, keep Him 
in every aspect of life, 
and keep our approach 
to life as simple as pos-
sible.  

As you are aware, 
Brother Dick is cur-
rently working on giv-
ing each of you a per-
sonal word.  It  is al-
ways exciting to hear 
the testimonies of those 
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A few weeks ago, I was in prayer, 
asking the Lord to increase grace 
and graciousness in my heart to-
wards an individual who lives very 
far away in another U.S. state. As I 
was praying I saw my heart, and a 
seed was planted in my heart, look-
ing very similar to the way a seed is 
planted in soil. This seed certainly 
appeared to be the answer to my 
prayer, for I could somehow tell 
that once it sprouted up, it would 
grow into a plant of Grace and Gra-
ciousness. 

Well! You should have seen this 
seed. Never in my life have I seen 
anything like it. It was jet black, 
and about the size of a black bean, 
or maybe slightly larger. The color 
was, I think, the blackest black I 
have ever seen. It also looked like it 
had a durable protective shell on it, 
which appeared to be nearly as 
hard as the shell on a hazelnut. So I 
thought: “Well, the life inside this 
seed must be pretty valuable, and it 
must be very precious. . .Otherwise, 
why would it be necessary to have it 
in so hard and black and solid a 
container! I‟ll bet that the Grace 
and Graciousness that sprouts from 
this seed, once germinated, will be 
lovely and gentle, and will be very 
tender, looking quite different in 
color and texture than this rock-
hard seed.” So. . .I did what anyone 
would hopefully do, after seeing 
such a vision. I began to pray that 
the Lord would water the seed, and 
that I would take good care of it, 
and that it would sprout into life. 
This got me to thinking in depth 
about the concept of a seed in gen-
eral, and about the fact that I had 
been given just ONE seed. . .not 
several seeds as a kind of insur-
ance, just in case the first one didn‟t 
germinate. I can remember plant-
ing squash and corn, and we never 
put just one seed in the ground. It 
was always two, three, or more, 

very close together, almost on top 
of each other! If one or more did-
n‟t germinate (as always hap-
pened) then one or more of the 
other ones would, and we were 
guaranteed to get SOME sort of 
harvest. But in this 
vision, I was given 
just one seed, and I 
felt that I really had 
to make sure to care 
for it. I also sensed 
that it was some 
kind of wonderful, 
as seeds go. No crop 
failure in GOD‟s mi-
raculous answer to 
my prayer, that‟s for 
sure. 

This in turn led me 
to ponder how often 
in human history a tribe or people 
or nation or civilization has been 
saved by SEEDS, even after several 
successive years of famine, which 
depleted the seed supply. Didn‟t 
Joseph in Egypt have supernatural 
wisdom from Above, instructing 
him to store up seed, grain, pro-
duce, etc, during the years of 
plenty, to be used to provide suste-
nance during the years of blight? 
And isn‟t it true that some seeds, 
like pomegranate for example, can 
produce a tree which bears so 
much fruit that there are hundreds 
of thousands of seeds in the fruit 
on that tree at one time? So, 
really— aren‟t we ALL saved by a 
seed? Didn‟t Paul say, “Jesus the 
Messiah, OF THE SEED OF 
DAVID, according to my gospel, 
was raised up. . .?” Yes, our Savior 
and Lord was the Promised Seed, 
even that Mighty CHAMPION who 
crushed the serpent‟s head, and 
who will Reign as the SON and 
HEIR and RULING RIGHT HAND 
OF GOD THE MOST HIGH! Jesus 
came as the One-And-Only DE-
LIVERER that the human race will 

ever have! God the Father had but 
ONE SEED. . .One Only-Begotten 
SON. . .His ONLY SON, the Dar-
ling of His Soul, the Unique and 
Unparalleled one. We are saved by 
that ONE Seed, the FIRSTBORN, 

the King of Glory, 
God-in-the-flesh. 

How poignantly He 
spoke of being that 
Seed that fell into 
the ground, to bring 
forth a mighty har-
vest: the sons and 
daughters of the 
Lord God Almighty. 
He did fall into the 
ground; He did die. 
But He will NOT 
abide alone. He is 
the firstborn among 

many brethren, as the Word de-
clares. Yes, we are saved by a Seed. 
God had only one! All the hopes 
and destiny of the human race was 
invested in that one Seed from 
Heaven. This eventually led me to 
ponder verses like Isaiah 55: 10 & 
11 (often quoted, these verses say 
that God‟s Word is like rain which 
makes the earth to bring forth and 
bud, and gives SEED to the sower 
and bread to the eater) and to the 
New Testament verse that seems 
to exactly quote the reference in 
Isaiah (2 Corinthians 9:10, which 
says that God “supplies seed to the 
sower, and bread for food. . .”) 
Here we have two purposes for 
seed: one is to store up seeds for 
future plantings, and one is to 
make bread for today‟s eating, 
which sounds a lot like “our daily 
bread.” I then thought, with some 
sadness of heart, that almost the 
only time one hears about seed 
and planting and  bread  and  har-
vest   is   when  someone is quot-
ing these verses to take an offering
