
I know I have discussed 
this before, but the Lord 
has impressed upon me 
again recently, how the 
year 2010 will be a time 
that has no precedent. 
Nothing like it has hap-
pened before. According 
to Isaiah 48:6-7, were 
going to places we‟ve 
never been.  

 

We are going to see 
things that we have 
never seen before, and 
we are going to hear 
things we‟ve never 
heard before. The new 
things promised in 
Isaiah 48 will be origi-
nal. 

 

Some people are fearful 
of changes. Going along 
with the status quo is 

comforting and reas-
suring. For those of 
you who may hear 
this word and be ap-
prehensive, remem-
ber Joshua 1:9, “I 
have commanded 
you, „Be strong and 
courageous! Don‟t 
tremble or be terri-
fied, because the 
Lord you God is with 
you wherever you 
go.‟” 

 

 Although change is 
coming in how we 
perceive, or operate, 
or what we experi-
ence, one thing will 
never change: God‟s 
passionate love for 
us, and His desire to 
bless us and give us 
every good thing. 

(See James 1:17-18)  

The Lord wants you to 
anticipate the “new” 
things he has for you. 
I‟m believing that it 
will be very exhilarat-
ing and stimulating. 
No more business as 
usual.  
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As you know, Betty 
Mills was scheduled for 
a major knee replace-
ment surgery on April 
12. She had some chal-
lenges getting the medi-
cal clearance needed for 
this type of surgery and 
they needed to do addi-
tional pre-op proce-
dures. Her surgery was 
delayed and she had the 
extra tests done and got 

clearance. She finally 
had the surgery on 
Monday, April 19th.  

We are thankful eve-
rything went just as 
planned and the every 
part of the procedure 
was a success. The Dr. 
gave us the report that 
the surgery went well 
and that she did well 
during the surgery.

Betty had a bit of a 
challenge getting all 
the anesthesia medi-
cations out of her 
system. But she is 
progressing well. She 
is now into her three 
weeks of post surgery 
rehab. This surgery 
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Have you all noticed that when be-
lievers are praying for Revival, 
speaking about it, telling about it, 
longing for it, writing about it, and 
referring to it in conversation, we 
seem to most often speak of it in 
terms of a RIVER? Sooner or later 
one must ask, is this metaphor the 
result of some legendary belief, 
some wishful thinking, or is there 
actually something to it?  

A river begins with pure water at 
the source, and then there must be 
special efforts taken to keep it pure 
as it flows downstream. So it has 
been with Revivals, as man‟s impu-
rity and control, or doctrinal impu-
rity, or infighting, or other lapses 
have dragged dirt into the stream. 
Next, we see that a true river is al-
ways moving, and the water never 
stays at the same spot, but flows 
forward and moves onward. Thus, 
if one is standing beside the stream 
(observing a revival as it flows for-
ward) the water that flows past you 
is water that you have never seen 
before and will never see again. In 
other words, a river is EVER NEW. 
Always fresh, always flowing, never 
stays the same. The water that you 
see flowing past you or over you has 
already flowed over someone up-
stream and has refreshed them; 
then it flows by you and refreshes 
you; and now it is on its way to the 
next spot, and will refresh the next 
person, who will treat it as Brand 
New Water!  

The main reason that I have con-
cluded that the River analogy is fit-
ting, is that it is Scriptural! We read 
about the rivers of living water that 
flow out of the Sanctuary in Eze-
kiel‟s vision; which river gave life to 
everything in its path, as has been 
noted much and preached on a lot. 
Then Jesus spoke of the rivers of 
living water which will flow out of 
your belly, your innermost being, 

when you believe on Him, and He 
said that the Scripture has said 
that it would be so! John 7:38. The 
next verse, 39, explains that Jesus 
was speaking of the Holy Spirit 
who would be given to us. So right 
there, the move-
ment, the motion, 
the ministry, the 
manifestation of the 
Holy Spirit is lik-
ened to rivers of wa-
ter. The Master 
Himself equated re-
vival with river!  
There are some who 
will ask for two or 
three witnesses, and 
then they‟ll ration-
ally ponder it for a 
while, and hope to 
come up with a con-
clusion. So let us point out that in 
the midst of the Paradise of God 
there flows the river of Life in the 
realms of Heaven, as there was the 
river which split into four rivers in 
the Paradise of Eden in the begin-
ning. Furthermore, the one who 
trusts in Jehovah, and makes Him 
his refuge, shall be like a tree 
planted by the rivers of water, and 
he shall not be afraid when scorch-
ing heat comes, as Jeremiah poeti-
cally stated, and Psalm 1 similarly 
speaks. 

The final factor is that the Hebrew 
language, in the way it functions 
and constructed, shows three 
things that FLOW, and there are a 
number of verbs that show this 
action; from these verbs are de-
rived some nouns, which express 
similar concepts, and all of this is 
really informative. In Hebrew, 
YAVAL means to flow, and is both 
the word for “Stream, channel, 
creek, brook” (YUVAL), and for 
the word Jubilee, which has to do 
with the “flowing sound” of a 
trumpet or other instrument. So 

by this verb, both WATER and 
SOUND “flow.” Then there is the 
verb UWR. Like UR of the Chal-
dees (the Fire or Light of Sunrise 
in the East), and the “OR” of Me-
nORa (the lamp stand, where the 

lamps or candles 
give their flowing 
light), and the UR of 
Uriel (which means 
“the Light of God”) 
it usually means 
LIGHT or fire. Light 
FLOWS, as the He-
brews have always 
known, and as scien-
tists can now assert. 
. .it is a river of light 
waves, always flow-
ing out of the sun. 
Well, sometimes He-
brew verbs may take 

on the letter “N” for certain forms, 
and when that “N” winds up in the 
verb UR, UWR, and OR, it be-
comes NAHAR, which means to 
flow like a WATER FLOWS, and 
MUSICAL SOUND FLOWS. Well, 
in the presence of God, and in the 
course of revival, salvation light, 
life, washing of regeneration, mu-
sic flowing from heaven, worship 
sounds, trumpets of prophecy, and 
all such things flow. Carnal man 
wants things static, stationary, 
still, boring, lifeless, easily tied up 
and quenched and boxed and cate-
gorized. Spiritual man wants 
things to be living, moving, surg-
ing forward, cleansing, life-giving, 
and ever fresh, always renewing. If 
Religious Man had his way, the 
revival would be a stagnant pond. 
If God has His way, rivers of living 
water will flow out of 
you and me.
