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The Blessed Hope

Eschatology is a word Bi-
ble scholars use regarding
the future and the final
ending. Webster's defines
eschatology as, “the
branch of theology dealing
with the last or final
things, as death, judg-
ment, immortality, etc. ..”
It’s made up of two words
ESCHATOS, meaning the
future as regarding time,
and LOGOS, meaning the
word, or discourse. So es-
chatology usually has to
do with the last days, final
days, or ending of the
ages. When Jesus said He
would be with us to the
end of the age, He is
speaking of time as a de-
finable subject. The Bible
speaks of an era when
time shall be no more. The
idea of a future and a past
will be meaningless. That
hasn’t happened yet, but
meanwhile we're still serv-
ing the Lord in whatever
capacity we find ourselves.

We are serving with an
expectancy of good
things. The Bible de-
scribes all this as “the
blessed hope.”

One Bible scholar
states that one out of
25 N.T. words refers to
the future. There are so
many verses telling us
what to be looking for-
ward to. To call all this,
“the blessed hope,”
puts us in a frame of
anticipation. What you
are going through now
may not be pleasant.
Your current circum-
stances may be diffi-
cult. Even so, we are
not to dread the future,
we are to look forward
to it. This world seems
to excel in looking for
things to go from bad
to worse, but not so
with the believer. Be-
cause of the second
coming of Christ, we

have hope and joy for
the future. “Let us hold
firmly to an unflinching
avowal of our hope, for
He is faithful who gave
us the promises.” He-
brews 10:23 Weymouth

Your personal faith is a
dynamic force that de-
mands constant adjust-
ment and self-
adjustment. Jesus
prayed for Peter in Luke
22, that his faith would
not fail him. As our In-
tercessor, He is saying
to us: “Live in My word
and let My promises live
in you. None of these
will ever fail you!” Your
faith and trust in God
and His promises and
your hope for the future
is your sup-
port system
from  now

until Jesus 4"
returns!

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GOD! God is. . .God is from Ever-
lasting to Everlasting. The state-
ments in His word about His eter-
nal nature and being are not hidden
in some corner. We shan’t be able
to exhaust, nor even to begin to ex-
plore, the multitude of power state-
ments in the Bible which enthrone
in lofty and beautiful language Him
in all His Eternality. “The high and
holy One who inhabits Eternity.”
“The Eternal God is our refuge.”
“He who was and is and is to
come.” “Thou are everlastingly the
same, and Thy days shall never
fail.” “He EVER lives to make inter-
cession for us.” “A thousand years
are as but yesterday in Thy sight.”
Come on saints. . .you cut your
teeth on these verses as a baby!
You're reciting them now, lo these
many years later. Theyre still as
good as the day you first heard
them. You can teach them to your
children and your grandchildren.
Our wondrous God, Savior, Re-
deemer, Master, Creator, and Lord
spans the Ages, and this Eternal
Perspective that is uniquely His has
given birth to a thousand poets and
hymnists, who, in our human baby-
like way, have stammered out some
pretty good prose and poetry,
which we like to call exquisite and
brilliant. Time won’t permit listing
but two, and believe me, this hurts
me more than it does anyone. . .but
let’s take these examples. Luther’s
hymn, “A Mighty Fortress Is Our
God,” contains these words: “The
Man of God’s own choosing. Dost
ask who that may be? Christ Jesus
it is He! Lord Sabbath His Name,
From AGE TO AGE the same! And
He must win the battle.” There’s
another, oft-neglected hymn, “No
Other Argument,” which states:
“My faith has found a resting place,
not in device or creed—I trust the
EVERLIVING ONE, His wounds
for me shall plead! I need no other
argument, I need no other plea! It

is enough that Jesus died, and that
He died for me!”

God’s eternal being is ever-
generated from within Himself,
actually IS Himself, and is ever-
running, ever new,
ever empowered be-
cause of His EVER-
NESS. His Almighty
Sovereign everlast-

ing, never-waning,
always Self-
Sufficient, Universe-
Sustaining  power,
glory and Being.
Thus He said,
“Ehyeh  Asher

Ehyeh,” translated “I

AM THAT 1 AM,”

and just as easily

seen as: “I will be

whatever I will be, I am what I will
be, I will be what I am,” etc. From
this Hebrew phrase, He intro-
duced Himself by the Name YAH-
WEH, which often is referred to in
the English versions of the Bible as
“Jehovah.” Moses, the author of
Psalm 9o, stated this: “Before the
mountains were brought forth, or
ever You had formed the earth and
the world, even from Everlasting
to Everlasting, YOU ARE GOD!”
The most famous of all is Isaiah’s
lovely tribute in chapter 4o.
“Haven't you heard? Do you not
know --- that the Everlasting God,
the creator of the earth, doesn’t
faint, neither is weary? Even the
youths shall faint and be weary,
and the young men shall utterly
fall. . .but they that wait upon the
LORD JEHOVAH shall renew
their strength; they shall run, and
not be weary, they shall walk and
not become faint.”

This is the jumping off point to
what is on my heart today. God’s
ever-renewing, self-sustaining na-
ture and essence is what He gives

birth to in our reborn spirit, and
imparts His Age-Abiding, Eter-
nity-Spanning LONG-
LASTINGNESS into us as His chil-
dren. “He puts Eternity into our
hearts.” The earth, the world, the
human body, the
mind, the energy
levels, the buildings
and edifices con-
structed thousands
of years ago which
are now crumbling,

ALL these wear
down, wear out, dis-
sipate, erode, de-

cline, turn to dust,
and generally just
deteriorate. But God
who is eternal, has
determined to put
ETERNAL LIFE into
His offspring. Where I have no-
ticed Christians going wrong over
and over (and I have gently
pointed this out for at least the last
quarter of a Century) is in all too
often simply not understanding or
believing that Eternal Life is what
the Bible says it is. There is a
dreadfully foggy concept that after
we die, and when we go to
Heaven, then at that time we will
be granted eternal life. But the
Word says that the things that are
written are placed there so that we
may know that we HAVE (present
tense) Eternal life! Jesus said, “He
that eats my flesh and drinks my
blood has everlasting life. . .And I
will raise him up at the last day.”

John says, “He that believes on the
Father and the son HATH
(present tense again) Everlasting
Life.” Jesus told Nicodemus, “God
gave His Son, so that whoever be-
lieves in Him should not die but
have EVERLASTING LIFE.” If
there’s a more-frequently quoted
verse in the whole Bible than John
3:16, I have not been able to find
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I met a man who ushered me in
to the Presence of the Lord.
With words He would speak, God’s comfort given,
Causing my tears to flow.

Your Glory so thick surrounded me then
New strength would course through my soul.
Your secrets revealed, confirmed what was said. . .
Promises made long ago.

“Fear not, My child, for I have a plan
Perfect in all of its ways.
I will stand by your side, directing you now,
Leading you all of your days.

it. Once again, saints, these things
were not written in some dark and
dusty corner.

What is the point that is being
made? We need to start seeing
things from the Eternal Perspective
of our Father, and of our Messiah
the Prince of Peace, the
“EVERLASTING FATHER.” Let’s
note the Hebrew words that were
translated “Everlasting Father” in
Isaiah chapter 9. In Hebrew, “AVI-
